PREPARATION and REMOVAL OF PARTS
1. Position the motorcycle securely on center stand.
2. Remove the stock windsheild and hardware. Hardware will |Z|
not be reused.

3. Install a Gasket (11) to the Left and Right Brackets. Figure 1 to Inside

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INSTALLATION
Install the bracket to the motorcycle.

1. Install the Right Windshield Bracket (2) to the motorcy-
cle with one Ball Stud (12). Tighten until Ball Stud is firmly
seated. Bracket will pivot at this point. Repeat on opposite
side of motorcycle. (1/2” Box Wrench) Figure 2

2. Insert a Carriage Bolt (10) through the Bracket from the
outside.

3. Install the Right Shim using one each of Shim (15),
Washer (9), Internal Washer (16) and Knob (13) as shown
in Figures 3-6.

4. Repeat procedure on Left side of motorcycle.

Install the Windshield to the Brackets

1. Install one Grommet and one Bushing into each hole on
the windshield. Figure 7

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2. Place windshield on Brackets. Align Ball Socket on
windshield with Ball Stud. With the side of your hand,
give a firm tap (from the outside of the windshield) to seat
the ball stud into the socket. Be certain the ball is

fully seated in socket. Figure 8

Do not use Lubricants in the Ball Socket except
saliva or water.

3. Install windsheild to brackets with a Flat Screw (4) and
Cap (5). Secure with Cap Nuts (8). Firmly tighten hard-
ware. (3mm Hex Key) Figure 9

MAINTENANCE

To clean the screen, wash with a clean soft cloth, plenty of
warm water and if necessary, a non-abrasive soap such as
dishwashing liquid. Flannel or soft chamois make good cleaning
cloths. Paint, glue residue or grease removal: Moisten cotton
with Naphtha or Turpentine followed by a wash as above.
National Cycle Shield Wash™ makes a good daily cleaner and
comes with a handy travel size bottle. N1401-01 Shield Wash
is safe for helmet visors.

Do not clean polycarbonate in hot sun or high temperatures. Do
not clean the screen with glass cleaners. Do not use rain pro-
tective products on the screen other than National Cycle brand
Rain Zip® (Part No. N1410-01). Do not allow brake fluid, alco-

hol, or strong solvents to contact the screen. .
