Paint, glue residue or
grease removal: Moisten cotton with naphtha or turpentine followed by a wash as above. National Cycle
Shield Wash™ (N1401-01) makes a good daily cleaner and comes with a handy travel size bottle. Shield
Wash is safe for all windshields and helmet visors.
